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Jeff Cummins joined Indiana Farm Bureau in December 2019 as a 
member of the public policy team. He currently serves as the director 
of state government affairs, environment and natural resources for 
Indiana Farm Bureau and handles many of INFB’s policy and 
regulatory priorities with a focus on environmental and natural 
resource issues.  
 
The environmental issues range from Waters of the U.S. (WOTUS) at 
the federal level as well as wetlands, pesticide and carbon 
sequestration issues at the state level, while natural resource issues 
range from drainage to regulation of state and local waterways.
